During the last year, the global economic crisis and its consequences have
been a major issue, not only concerning the life of simple citizens, but also for
culture and social cohesion. The .A.Q, through specific events will attempt to
approach the impact of the economic crisis on social and cultural life of the
populations. Particularly, the impact on the citizens, social groups and national
institutions, that through time, exist in the Orthodox tradition from an eccle-
siastical and cultural point of view. The International Secretariat, accepting the

15" I.A.O. GENERAL ASSEMBLY

Astana, 26 - 29 June 2008

H The 15th anniversary General Assembly of the Interparlia-
mentary Assembly on Orthodoxy (.A.O) was held in the beauti-
fulisland of Rhodes, crossed by Apostle Paul in his historic path,
from 26 — 29 June 2008.

Main subject of the Assembly was: «The crisis of the Global
value system as a challenge before Christian Orthodoxy».

Parliamentary delegations from the following parliaments -
members of the LA.O participated in the General Assembly: Greece,
Russian Federation, Cyprus, Albania, Armenia, Australia, Belarus,
Bulgaria, Estonia, Jordan, Kazakhstan, Latvia, Lebanon, Lithuania,
Palestinian Authority, Poland, Romania, Serbia, Syria, Sudan, Ukraine
and Uganda. Members of the Parliament of Montenegro partici-
pated in the Assembly with the status of observer.

A highlight of the Assembly was Mr. Stylianos-Angelos Pap-
athemelis's departure from the LAO. organs, an issue, which caused
strong emotions for a lot of the participating MPs, since Mr Pap-
athemelis served the LA.O. for 15 years continuously, either as the
Secretary General successively elected by the General Assembly,
or as a member of the International Secretariat.

Furthermore, the President of the LAQ. General Assembly Mr Sergei
Popov mentioned the following on the personality of Mr. Pap-
athemelis: «. .. .. To those who are not aware of, | would like to remind
that Mr. Papathemelis is one of the founders; one of those who for-
mulated the principles and took the initiative for the foundation of
this institution. Therefore, we want to thank him, as one of the founders
and pioneers of the LA.O... Therefore, | consider that today we should
give the opportunity to our great friend, Mr. Papathemelis, who for a
long time has been the Secretary General to our organisation, to ad-
dress the Assembly. | would not use the phrase “to present the overview’,
since it is not the correct expression, but to share with us specific as-
pects of his experience, his views, his ideas and the up to date |A.Q.s
agenda, shortfalls to this agenda and express his thoughts and his
wishes for the future. . .».

Mr. Pavlidis referring to Mr. Papathemelis, characterized him as one
of the leaders to this important effort for the development of the
IAQ.

The departing .AO. Secretary General Mr. Stylianos-Angelos Pap-
athemelis,addressing the Assembly stressed the following: «... The
role and presence of our organization, along with the common core
of our populations, our Orthodox faith, having as point of reference

this faith, started 15 years ago. | should say that | do not want to use
poetic terminologies for fascinating courses; it was a difficult path and,
ingeneral, | do not believe that political paths are easy. They are diffi-
cult paths, through dilemmas and pathways, looking for balances,
many times very difficult ones... The LA.O. for 15 years since its foun-
dation, has presented a testimony of hope in the world, originating
from the meaning of the Resurrection of Christ. Georges Florovsky, per-
haps the most important Orthodox theologian of the 20th century,
since many years had already pointed out, in a momentous work of
his the following, regarding culture: our world is oriented towards a
direction of retreat from Christianity. Cultures fall apart when they do
not use motives, inspiring dominating beliefs...

The spiritual part is the tendency, which man has by nature, to
look for transcendence. The religious part is the answer of the faith-
ful, to this fundamental existing desire, since man acquired conscience
of his destiny. Finally, in the question of communicating the values
of life, for the crisis of which we have the present discussion in the
framework of this year's Assembly of the Interparliamentary Assem-
bly on Orthodoxy, as well as teaching the difference between good
and evil, as masterfully stated by Sarkozy, who says that the teacher
could never substitute the priest. Even though it is important to ap-
proach the subject, since the fundamental element of sacrifice of life
and dedication, to which the priest has been led, will be always ab-
sent... And the Lord according to the Acts of the Apostles “begin to
actand teach’, first act and then teach. This poem, this poetry of the
works of life, is my wish to the members of the LA.O. to make their
lifework. Good luck.».

The Secretary General Mr Aristotelis A. Pavlidis read the greeting
message of the President of the Hellenic Parliament Mr Demetrios
Sioufas: «. .. The Hellenic Parliament has sentiments of special satis-
faction, for the initiative it undertook 15 years ago, in the frame of the
Presidency of the memorable Athanassios Tsaldaris, has become an
established institution, which is the result of the cooperation of 21
member-parliaments today . .. The role of the Assembly in the evo-
lution of parliamentary diplomacy has been particularly construc-
tive. Its reqular and constant participation in international parlia-
mentary meetings, effectively promotes the spirit of Christianity. The
potential for reviving principles and values is great. Values and prin-
ciples, attained laboriously and with sacrifices by the civilized world,
are disputed, even marginalised in our days... Therefore, the subject
you are about to discuss here, that is, “The crisis of the global value
system as a challenge before Orthodox Christianity’, is apparently
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well timed; a concern not only for theologists, sociologists, or other
experts on similar phenomena, but for politicians, Members of Par-
liaments as well.

The message of the President of the State Duma of the Russian
Federation Mr Boris Gryzlov was read by the President of the LA.O.
General Assembly Sergei Popov: «. .. The preservation, the protec-
tion of our cultural traditions and values in our countries in the world
of globalization, the co-operation among different religions, exercise
favourable influence towards the formation of a world of tolerance.
During the last years, the L A.O. contributes the most the development
of multi-lateral among Orthodox populations, which have strong his-
toricand culturalties. .. Thel AQ.s activity is of significant importance
towards constructive solutions to many challenges of modern era.
We are pleased to know that the participating number of represen-
tative countries to the [ A.Q. is increasing. . .».

Moreover, messages by the President of the House of Represen-
tatives of the National Assembly of the Republic of Belarus Mr
Vadim Popov and the President of the National Assembly of Bul-
garia Mr Georgi Pirinski were read as well.

The message of the Ecumenical Patriarch Bartholomew was read
by His Eminence Kyrillos, Metropolitan of Rhodes: «.. . Every Chris-
tian Orthodox exercising correctly their religious duty, firstly protects
the united-in faith love and strives for a cooperation form rendering,
sooner or later, visible fruits”. In such a way, solid foundations are set
for a broader and more effective cooperation in differently developed
conditions.

The Ecumenicity of Orthodoxy is self-evident, not only concern-
ing its first and main purpose —salvation, but also for the provided as-
sistance towards' effective solutions to great problems, in the benefit
of nations; and this is prayed for to our God as He provides all worldly
and divine blessings. . .».

The message of the Patriarch Alexiy Il of Moscow and all of Rus-
sia was read by the advisor to the I.AO. International Secretariat
prof. Mr. Valery Alexeev: «...The crisis of moral principles of society
and the persistent efforts to deny the Christian content of European
culture, provoke the increase of the over-consumptive approach of
life. This is how the whole economic environment is shaped, which
aims for the immoral pursuit of enrichment and speculation, culti-
vating low moral models. . .».

In addition, greeting message by the His Beatitude Maxim, Patri-

arch of Bulgaria was read by the members of the Bulgarian dele-
gation to the LAQ.

The Assembly was welcomed and addressed by the Mayor of
Rhodes Mr. Hatzis Hatziefthymiou and the Deputy Prefect of the
Dodecanese Mr Fotis Hatzidiakos.

The Assembly also received greeting messages by: The Secretary
General of the World Council of Churches Reverend Dr. Samuel
Kobia as well as the Secretary General of the World Fellowship of
Orthodox Youth “SYNDESMOS" Mr Spyridon Tsimouris.

In his main report the President of the 1.AO. General Assem-
bly, member of the Russian State Duma Mr. Sergei Popov, men-
tioned inter alia:

«...Many of the issues mentioned in the greeting messages co-
incide with the subjects of discussion started today in the Assembly.
We have at hand the most intense subjects which concern all the Or-
thodox residents of our planet. We MPs, being representatives of our
peoples, worry twice and we are truly sorry to be discussing about the
crisis our civilization is facing. We speak for the need to participate in
the resolution of the problems we are called to solve and should achieve,
the voice of the Orthodox Parliamentarians to be heard, so that our
views that could be expressed interdependently, will coincide with
other voices heard, yet we voice them on behalf of our own organi-
sation.

15 years have been completed from the foundation of the Inter-
parliamentary Assembly on Orthodoxy, which has covered a long
and glorious path, however we consider that only thefirst steps have
been taken, we have only covered the first stage of our organization’s
shaping. Perhaps, there is a point to say that we have more serious
problems ahead of us and on today’s occasion, | would like to con-
gratulate the new members of the Interparliamentary Assembly on
Orthodoxy which were elected in our Assembly’s organs...».

The following reports were presented on the main subject:

« "The role of the Orthodox Theological Studies in a modern
peoples’ nation" by Prof. Miltiadis Konstantinou, Professor of
the Theological School of the Aristotle University of Thessa-
loniki.

« “The paradoxes of Democracy in the 21st century: decadence
of concepts and values” by Dr. Natalya Narochnitskaya, PH.D.
in History, President of the Foundation for Historical Outlook,
Scientific collaborator to the Academy of Sciences of the
Russian Federation.
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The works of the General Assembly were completed with the
adoption of the following resolution — conclusions:

RESOLUTION - CONCLUSIONS
«The crisis of the global value system

as a challenge before Christian Orthodoxy»

In the course of the recent years, mankind has been experienc-

ing a new era of its history. Rapid transformations occur within the
international community, which, relieved from the existing global
bipolarization, yet, unfortunately dependent on monopolies, is
faced with large scale changes, resulting from the globalization of
economy and trade, the revolution in the field of information tech-
nology, the modernization of the mass transportation media, and
many other challenges.

In that frame, from such a magnificent opportunity, hopes




and visions emerged that the newly created world could seek
new aims and practices, to guarantee the right to life and free
personality development; a world where the devastating strug-
gle for basic survival of billions of people would not perpetuate
throughout continents.

The page of history has tured, yet, the outcome does not il-
lustrate that the whole process is oriented towards a better world.
Abject poverty escalates as a result of a prosperity measured in
numbers, enjoyed by just a small group of developed countries,
the misery of the rest of the world is deepening, whereas crisis
and destabilization are triggered, aiming to consolidate the global
political and economic system.

Human rights are ignored, yet they are often invoked, exclu-
sively for serving political management.

Social pathological phenomena, considered obsolete, such
as nationalism, xenophobia, racism and religious fanaticism re-oc-
cur, functioning as disguises of real problems, such as the eco-
logical, while their generic causes are not lifted.

Institutions, on which the human civilization has been based
upon, such as family, religion, civilization, are being disputed or
even falling apart, with the aid of the mass media.

The crisis of the traditional value system constitutes a de-
plorable, established reality of the modern world, which can not
be controlled by national boundaries and has been created by
various people and groups, of different attitudes, objectives, aspi-
rations, religious beliefs and practices, which, nevertheless, grad-
ually coincide, become stronger and uniform.

Certainly, a world of injustice, exploitation, aggressiveness, hu-
man misery, ecological threat for destruction, cannot escape any-
one’s attention, and since indifference serves as its legitimization,
the spiritual, ethical and cultural reversal of the existing status quo
becomes a matter of ultimate priority.

Social and political unions and institutions, such as the Euro-
pean Union, seem to be adequately conscious of the necessity
for modernizing the value system, via the osmosis of different so-
cial needs, including the attempt of forming the European Con-
stitution, in an effort to mark the European Union as a society of
values and not merely as a market order.

The answers to existing questions, touching upon the princi-
ples of a social contract, which will regulate multileveled relations
of citizens on the basis of consensual moral values and founda-
tions, shall certainly not be the fruit of parthenogenesis.

The basis of that regulatory social contract cannot consist solely
of political summit agreements, but of traditional moral values as
well, while, at the same time, it will encourage modern society to

refer to its resources in order to look there for solutions to all cur-
rent issues, always on the basis of the cultural experience of peo-
ples and mankind as a whole.

Religions, as formulating forces of the value system of each in-
dividual society are called to respond to this challenge.

Christianity, Orthodoxy, for two thousand years has consti-
tuted the solid basis on which, the European and, subsequently,
the global value system, have been successfully established, as
the foundation of the so called civilized world. On that basis, in
the course of the 20th century, societies have managed to achieve
great steps of progress, to co-exist in harmony, and to ultimately
avert the hazard of a new world war over the last 60 years.

Orthodoxy has played a substantial role in the life of peoples
of Europe and the world. In this respect, the Assembly empha-
sizes the great importance of historical landmarks, such as the1020-
year anniversary of Russia’s Christianization and the celebration of
year 2008 in honor of Apostle Paul in Greece.

The Christian Orthodox Church, in productive moments of
its historical presence, has marked the dominant force govern-
ing its secular presence, its mission to mankind, the love for our
fellow-man, and especially for those suffering and the weak, and
for constructive elements of peoples'community, safeguarding
human freedom as well. It has made efforts to reverse man's
course in history and eliminate negative notions shaped in his
conscience, such as the tendency towards dominance, exploitation
or utilization of other people, on the basis of the principle that
the Church embraces this world to transform it. It has proved
that ethics is not a magical phenomenon, but the fruit of change
of human relations, resulting in gradually transforming the world.

Considering that, in view of the escalating global value sys-
tem crisis, the contribution of Orthodoxy in shaping modern
world becomes an urgency now more than ever, we, represen-
tatives of the parliaments participating in .A.O. activities, and
meeting here in Rhodes (Greece) for our 15th General Assem-
bly to discuss the subject: «The crisis of the global value system
as a challenge before Christian Orthodoxy», declare the follow-
ing:

- The need for a more dynamic contribution of Orthodoxy,
in preserving those elements of its culture, where the two-
thousand year course of mankind has been based, but also
in highlighting new ones, always on the basis of its Patris-
tic Tradition, such as emphasizing and further elevating the
concept of “creation of Man after the image of God’, mark-
ing human existence as a unique and inimitable value.

- The need for the further cultivation of dialogue at all lev-




els, with every social group, but also with every man of
good faith, as a means for mutual understanding and
smoothing out of differences, as well as of typical separat-
ing elements.

- The need for furthering the progressive Orthodox spiritual
values, for contributing to the transformation of models
shaped by modemn reality, such as uncontrolled consumption,
the unethical pursuit of wealth, greed, and all elements cul-
tivating despicable moral models, and restraining moral
culture, as shaped by Christianity and Orthodoxy.

- We deem imperative the close examination of the rela-
tionship of the interwoven concepts of human rights and
moral life values, so as to extend the former while at the
same time embellishing them with the latter.

- In the modern era of globalization, while the issue of man's
position in the system of the information society emerges
and rapidly evolves, where new notions are sought for, it is
necessary:

« To do everything possible so that the new society model
is based on high humanistic ideals and societal ethics,
on which Orthodoxy is founded.

« To further strengthen the interaction between religion
and culture, the latter containing universal moral val-
ues that may comprise the ideological basis for peo-
ples’ unity.

« To guarantee regular terms and conditions concerning
the worship needs of believers and the restoration of
Christian temples.

« To realize that competition and aggressiveness within
society are due to religious ignorance. That is why it is
necessary to guarantee, in the frame of the educational
system, the teaching to youth of basic knowledge both
concerning their own religious tradition, and other tra-
ditions and religions as well, in order to secure the peace-
ful coexistence of people.

- The necessity of an enhanced contribution of religion in
shaping a culture of tolerance and non-violence, of a soci-
ety based on orthodox values has to be made clear.

Therefore:

- Permanent and constant mechanisms for the mutual ap-
proach of religions within countries must be developed,
something that will contribute to the de-escalation of con-
flicts both at the level of individual societies and at the level
of international relations.

- Inter-religious dialogue, as an essential element for the evo-
lution of civic society and for overcoming international con-
flicts must be cultivated, with the contribution of interna-
tional organizations.

- The non-violation of legitimate rights of religious minori-
ties must be guaranteed.

- Full respect of every citizen’s legitimate right for religious
tolerance must constantly be pursued, lacking which reli-
gious freedom of expression cannot be guaranteed in its
total.

- Policies concerning religion and the relations between state
and church in each country must be developed within a
civilized frame of law.

- Aiming at the solution of these issues, we deem necessary
to make full use of the mass media potentials in each coun-
try separately, and at a global level as well.

Closely observing and considering the events occurring through-
out the world, the LA.O:

Rings the alarm over the increase of cases of violence use in
the process of international relations management, in sensitive
regions of the world, such as the Balkans, Kosovo, the Middle
East and Cyprus

« Calls upon the Christian Orthodox members of parlia-
ments worldwide to cooperate, aiming at the spread-
ing of orthodox principles as fundamental elements of
mutual understanding, peaceful coexistence and pros-
perity of peoples.

« Declares its firm commitment to the application of in-
ternational law principles and to the respect for human
rights, and considers every attempt for legitimizing any
separatist actions whatsoever as overtly conflicting
against the aforementioned principles.

MEETING OF THE I.A.O. INTERNATIONAL

SECRETARIAT AND COMMITTEE CHAIRPERSONS
Sofia, 30 - 31 March 2009

B Members of the LA.O. International Secretariat and Commit-
tee Chairpersons participated in the meeting held in Sofia, 30 -
31 March 2000.

Following an invitation by the National Assembly of the Re-
public of Bulgaria the meeting of the I.A.Q. International Secre-
tariat and Committee Chairpersons was hosted by the National
Assembly of the Republic of Bulgaria.

OnTuesday, 31 March 2009 the members of the . AQO. Interna-
tional Secretariat participated at the Conference with subject: «The
Cyrillomethodian tradition in Orthodoxy», co-organised by the Na-
tional Assembly of the Republic of Bulgaria, the Academy of Sci-
ences of Bulgaria and the LAO. The Speaker of the National As-
sembly of the Republic of Bulgaria Mr. Georgi Pirinski opened the
works of the Conference, while greeting messages were addressed
by the President of the . AQ. General Assembly Mr. Sergei Popov
and the 1AQ. Alternate Secretary General Mr. Theocharis Tsiokas.

In addition, reports were presented by: Prof. Mr Valery Alex-
eev, President of the International Foundation for the Unity of Or-
thodox Christian Nations, .A.O. Advisor, on the subject: «The Cyril-
lomethodian heritage and Europe’s Unity», as well as by Professor
Emeritus of the Aristotle University of Thessaloniki Dr. loannis Tar-
nanidis, Professor of History and Literature of the Slavic Orthodox
Churches on the subject: «The European Idea in the Light of the
Universal Messages of the Cyrillomethodian Mission».

The I.AO. Alternate Secretary General, Mr Theocharis Tsiokas,
MP while pointing out the guiding principles of the .A.O. activity,
stressed the following:

«... These values are found in the lifework of Sts. Cyrill and Method-
ius from Thessaloniki and today's conference is dedicated to them;
not only to their memory, which is honoured by the Christian world,
neither to confirm new scientific views on their work, as it is the case
in a numerous scientific conferences in our countries, but rather on
something much more simple; that is, to promote the ideas of multi-
culturalism as well as tolerance on differentiality, ideas such neces-
sary in our days, where the world is called to co-exist through the en-
couragement of these principles.

In such harsh times, where our life is overwhelmed by forms of
cultural leveling and obliteration of the idea of “different’, the exam-
ple of the Sts. Cyril and Methodius, who respected, kept alive and let
the Slavic culture flourish, constitutes a guide for the activity of the In-
terparliamentary Assembly on Orthodoxy, as well as an original wit-
ness of values dominating in Byzantium, during the time of the Is-

apostle brothers, which coincides, at the same time, with the Patri-
archy of St. Fotios, the Great Ecumenical Patriarch of the time. . .».

Moreover, the members of the I.AQ. International Secretariat
had a meeting with the Speaker of the National Assembly of the
Republic of Bulgaria Mr. Georgi Pirinski as well as His Beatitude
Maxim, Patriarch of Bulgaria.

The .A.Q. International Secretariat approved the following
«Statement» on the decision of the European Court for Human
Rights against Bulgaria for violation of religious freedoms.

STATEMENT
The International Secretariat of the Interparliamentary Assembly
on Orthodoxy (.A.O) has been informed by the members of the
National Assembly of the Republic of Bulgaria on the decision of
the European Court of Human Rights dated 22.01.2009 which was
published following the appeal of members of schismatic group
of the Orthodox Church of Bulgaria on economic claims against
the Autocephalous Orthodox Church of Bulgaria headed by His
Beatitude Maxim, Patriarch of Bulgaria.

The l AQ. International Secretariat expresses its support to the suf-
fering Orthodox Church of Bulgaria. Moreover, the LA.O. consid-
ers abiding by the principles of the One Holy Catholic and Apos-
tolic Church, the orthodox traditions, the decisions of the great
Pan-Orthodox Convention, which was held in Sofia, 30 Septem-
ber— 1 October 1998, as well as the Declaration by the represen-
tatives of the Orthodox Autocephalous Churches in Sofia, 11— 12
March 2009, as an unwavering factor of unity of the Orthodox Bul-
garian peoples.

In addition, the 1.A.Q, treats the decision of the European Count
of Human Rights on the subject in question with reservation and
skepticism, which, even though referring to economic differences,
itimplicates, nevertheless, the Orthodox Church of Bulgaria in fruit-
less and futile discussions.

Faith in God and His two-thousand years of expressions of wor-
ship, should be treated not only as plain matters to be settled by
the current rule of Law, but also as diachronic cultural expressions
of peoples and ethnicities, which cannot be governed by the frag-
mental and ad hoc judicial process; on the contrary, it is dictated
to assess its total impact on Church life.

INTERNATIONAL CONFERENCE
ON THE GLOBAL ECONOMIC CRISI

Edipsos, Evia, 26 - 28 May 2009

H The Interparliamentary Assembly on Orthodoxy (LAQ) sup-
ported the initiative of the 1. AO. Committee on International Policy
consisted of the Chairman Mr. Konstantin Zatoulin and its members
Mr. Mkrtich Minasyan (Armenia), Nazih Abboud (Syria) and Symeon
Kedikoglou (Greece), held an international Conference in Edipsos,
Evia, Greece on 28 May 2009.

The subject of the International Conference was: “The Orthodox
Community tried by the global economic crisis”, discussed in the fol-
lowing thematic sessions:

1. The global economic crisis and the economic situation in the

countries of Orthodox tradition,

2. The orthodox ethics and the market economy; the compat-

ibility issue,

3. The cooperation ideas, models and forms in the Orthodox

countries under economic crisis.

Political personalities of the I AO. member-states participated as rap-
porteurs. In addition, representatives of the Government, members
of Parliaments, religious personalities from the Church of Greece and
the Russian Patriarchate and distinguished scientists, who have ex-
pressed their views relating to the subject of the conference, partic-
ipated as well.

Reports were presented by:

« Prof. Mr Marios Begzos, Professor of Philosophy of Religion, Fac-
ulty of Theology of the University of Athens with subject: <The
ascetic ethics and the political economyp.

« Dr Kostas Mygdalis, Doctor of Theology, Advisor to the LAO.
with subject: «The economic crisis as toxic waste of the new
technological achievements. The need to establish rules of ethics».

» Mr Andrey Poklonskiy, President of the Orthodox Club of Mae-
cenas of Russia with subject: «Action plan against crisis for the
support of the efforts of enterprises promoting Orthodoxy».

« Mrs. Svetlana Nikonova, President of the Innokentios Sibiriakov
Institute with subject: «From philanthropy to holiness»

The Alternate Secretary General Mr. Theocharis Tsiokas, MP, inaugu-
rated the conference, stressing inter, alia: “...No one can remain in-
different before the phenomenon we are witnessing, large sections of
populations being led to poverty through unemployment, resulting to
degrading ultimately the citizens' dignity.

We as politicians, further to political identities, party expediencies
and local interests, do not have the right to limit ourselves to general-
izations and aphorisms, but on the contrary we ought to propose spe-
cific measures for protecting the society and its citizens from such phe-
nomena endangering the modern world's social structures. ..”.

In his address the Chairman of the LAO. Committee on International
Policy Mr. Konstantin Zatulin mentioned: «. . .. The economic crisis pro-
vides us with an opportunity to reexamine ourselves. | am mainly refer-
ring to the nations and states developed in the Orthodox traditions, our
countries. . ..on their impact gravity, their dynamics, the great misfor-
tunes this crisis has brought upon our countries, ways of their interac-
tion within the time of crisis; are today’s relationships among the states
of Orthodox tradition satisfactory? In reality, countries are different; they
are in different continents and participate in various regional and polit-
ical organisations. Despite all these, our faith unites us and we could be
discussing on a unification process. Which are these problems that pre-
vent our constructive interaction, which are the ecclesiastical, social and
government relations in the countries of Orthodox tradiition? Do they as-
sist in overcoming difficulties which fell upon the population, the flock
of our countries? Today, we will focus our attention on these, among
other questions. . ..».

In his message conveyed to the participants His Beatitude Hi-
eronymos Il, Archbishop of Athens and all of Greece mentioned
among others:”..... Thereis no room for shortfalls. It is our duty to stand
before our responsibilities. Those of us who undertook the duty to serve
the people of God but also every person around us, it is our duty to set
forth against these scary times the vigorous blast of the Holy Spirit. Who-
everwants to be a genuine Orthodox politician must also be a prophet.
That is, he must see things under the light of the Gospel, in other words
to comprehend the essence of events, to understand their meaning, to
foresee where the developments lead and by means of his ethics as an
uncompromising warrior of truth and justice as well as by being con-
scious of the freedom by which Christ liberated us' to struggle against
whatever undermines the life of the world, whatever undermines the
human person.

Itis also his duty to struggle against whatever degrades man as an
image of God, against all those exploiting the weak, all those exhaust-
ing the poor, breeding in justice and scorming the pain of the suffering
felloww man. In one word all those who by their acts and words declare
God to be dead, thus condemning man to spiritual or even physical
death...”.

Participants attended the Holy Liturgy for the celebration of St.
John the Russian on Wednesday, 27 May 2009 and had a meeting
with His Eminence Chrysostomos, Metropolitan of Chalkis.

In addition, the 1A O. Committee on International Policy chaired
by Mr. Konstantin Zatoulin, realized a meeting during which issues
for future Committee activities as well as the 16th General Assem-
bly in June 2009 were discussed.

H Following the invitation of the Speaker of the National As-
sembly of the Republic of Serbia Mrs Slavica Buki¢ Dejanovi¢, the
16th General Assembly of the Interparliamentary Assembly on Or-
thodoxy (.A.O)) will be held in Belgrade from 24 to 28 June 2009.

The main subject of this year's General Assembly is: THE GLOBAL
ECONOMIC CRISIS AND ITS IMPACT ON SOCIAL - SPIRITUAL — CULTURAL
EUROPEAN TRADITION. THE ROLE OF ORTHODOXY.

The General Assembly is called to exchange views and de-
bate upon the main subject:

REFLECTION TEXT

The global economic crisis, which has emerged since last year, has
been the object of concern for some time now of the political
forces and expressions in the entire world, as well as of a number
of intellectuals, scientists and experts in economic issues and is-
sues of social cohesion. Various analyses come out in the public
referring to the reasons causing it; while, at the same time, vari-
ous proposals are presented and discussed, concerning ways for
its overcoming.

Inthis uproar of opinions and proposals where reasons of the
crisis still have not yet been completely identified and magic recipes
for its overcoming have not been found yet, it is certain that the
global economic crisis, directly or indirectly, affects the total of so-
ciety’s social, spiritual and cultural tradition.

The European area, the area of the European Christian Or-
thodox Tradition, accepts as well, the impact and seeks solutions
to overcome problems which have been raised. It is certain, that
global economic crises of such extent and intensity, clearly affect
further to the citizens' restricted field of economic life, the social,

spiritual and cultural traditions of each country’s productive forces.
It is also certain, that ways to overcome crises of such scale, can-
not be sought only in economic initiatives, but relates to more
comprehensive legislative interventions and other initiatives, con-
cerning each nation's social and spiritual substance.

Based on the above, the General Assembly is called to discuss

and look for answers to the following questions:

- Is it possible for Orthodoxy, like the other European and world
spiritual powers, to articulate a spiritual, but at the same time
“productive’; reasoning which will contribute to overcoming
of the crisis?

- Which is the contribution of the Orthodox Church in the ef-
fort of evaluating the reasons that caused the crisis, as well
as in the effort for overcoming crisis with the contribution of
Christian reasoning?

- Are there any processed opinions in the Orthodox field of
literature that can contribute to solving such problem types
and of such magnitude or if there are none, which can be
the . AQ. contribution to their formation?

- Does the"market theory” of competition and profit, have the
ability of engaging, to processing and comprehending pos-
sible moral aspects, foundations that spring up from the Or-
thodox cultural tradition? After all, do these aspects con-
tribute to the idea of a healthy trade?

- Which are the ways so that the crisis will not threaten the Eu-
rope’s social cohesion?

- In this general crisis, which are the ways for the cultural her-
itage of Europe to be rescued with the continuation of the
context of financing of all activities contributing to the res-
cue of monumental wealth?

The Interparliamentary Assembly on Orthodoxy (I1.A.O.)

Is an interparliamentary body, set up on the initiative of the Hel-
lenic Parliament. Parliamentary delegations from 21 Member Par-
liaments of the organisation participate, namely: Albania, Arme-
nia, Belarus, Bulgaria, Cyprus, the Czech Repubilic, Estonia, Finland,
Georgia, Greece, Kazakhstan, Latvia, Lithuania, Moldova, Poland,
Romania, Russian Federation, Serbia and Montenegro, Slovakia
and Ukraine, as well as, groups of Members of Parliaments from:
Africa, Asia, Australia and the US.A.

The supreme organ of the LAQ is the General Assembly, in
which parliamentary delegations appointed by the parliaments

of the above countries are participating. The General Assembly
convenes once a year.

The executive organ of the LAO is its International Secreta-
riat, which consists of seven members-representatives of Parlia-
ments, elected by the General Assembly with two-year tenure.
Greece, Cyprus and Russia are permanent member-countries of
the International Secretariat, the Secretary General always being
a Greek.

The office of the International Secretariat is seated in Athens.
